SHOW RULES 
1.   Judging will start promptly at 8:30 a.m.  The building will be opened at 6:00 a.m. 

2.   All starting breeds must be entered by 8:00 a.m.  
3.   All other breeds must be entered by 9:00 a.m. 

4.   Entry fees: Open & Youth - $2.50 per rabbit, $2.50 per meat pen or single fryer and $2.50 per head all fur classes (see also ARBA rule sections 23&36).  

5.   Entries in fur classes must be entered in Open or Youth classes. 
6.   ONLY 2 part ARBA remark cards and official entry sheets will be used.  All breeds may be entered on the same control sheet. 

7.   A rabbit entered in the Open show by a Youth cannot be shown in the Youth show.  However, a Youth exhibitor can enter separate rabbits in both Open and Youth shows. 

8.   All Youth must be able to handle their own rabbits. 
9.   SCIRBA reserves the right to substitute or add judges if necessary. 

10.  All rabbits must be permanently earmarked in the left ear. 

11.  All rabbits showing signs of disease will be removed from the building. 
12.  All rabbits must be in carriers with solid bottoms for cleanliness. 

13.  No breeding of rabbits or cavies in the showroom. 

14.  All unsanctioned breeds having 15 or more entries, by 3 or more exhibitors will receive $2.00 BOB and $1.00 BOS. 
15.  All payback checks will be void 90 days from issue. 

16.  Late specials will be posted in the showroom. 

17.  Parents are responsible for damage done by their children. 
18.  SCIRBA will not be responsible for loss in case of fire, theft or accident. 

19.  Any additional information on all sanctioned breeds will be available at the secretary's table the day of the show. 

20.  Ribbons must be picked up at the secretary's table, as they will not be mailed.       
21.  ARBA Registrar will be available. 

22.  Awards will not be given to entries not on the official ARBA entry form. 

23.  No smoking in the Fairground buildings.
